ANTIDORON (from Greek, meaning "instead of the gifts") is the remaining bread fron
a loaf of Prosphora, after the Lamb has been removed for the Holy Eucharist.

3. Pastoral and Financial Councils, Pastoral Planning
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POINTS TO REMEMBER

¥ Two parish organizations are called to play an important role in the life of a parish.

1. ThePASTORAL COUNCIL assists and supports the pastor in planning and organizin
broader activity of the parish community.

2. The FINANCIAL COUNCIL advises, assists and supports the pastor in financial
administrative matters.

¥ The Handbook for Pastoral Planning iS an important tool to help a parish prioritize i
activities with a view towards its mission.

¥ It is important for parishioners to know the financial state of its community so that they 1
also have a deeper sense of their responsibility in material matters.

INSTEAD OF QUESTIONS FOR PERSONAL REFLECTION

Every parish should develop amnual Pastoral Plan, invite all parishioners to
participate, especially in the first two sessions of Pastoral plan@ngz our Blessings (What
are we doing already?) afdire to Dream (What would we like to do?).

Parishioners should be invited to consider whether in the future they might be willi
serve in the Parish Pastoral and Financial Councils.

Practical Suggestion: If you have a large parish, you may consider creating
“Stewardship Committee” within the Pastoral Council. This would be a group of individu:
who would assist the pastor in developing lists of tasks within the parish, and loo
individuals who have specific talents, who might serve in Parish Council structures or he
parish fulfill its Pastoral Plan. If you are a smaller parish, then at least consider calling toge
small “Stewardship Team” of Pastoral Council members. Members of such a Steward
Committee or Team might be called upon to assist in presenting this WORKBOOK to the
community.

DESCENT OF THE HOLY SPIRIT

The Feast of Holy Pentecost is celebrated each year on the fiftieth day after the Gre
Holy Feast of Pascha (Easter) and ten days after the Feast of the Ascension of Christ. T}
is always celebrated on a Sunday.
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The story of Pentecost is found in the book of The Acts of the Apostles. In Chapte
we are told that the Apostles of our Lord were gathered together in one place. Suddenly, ¢
came from heaven like a rushing wind, filling the entire house where they were sitting.
tongues of fire appeared, and one sat upon each one of Apostles. They were all filled w
Holy Spirit and began to speak in other languages as directed by the Spirit.

This miraculous event occurred on the Jewish Feast of Pentecost, celebrated by tf
on the fiftieth day after the Passover as the culmination of the Feast of Weeks (Exodus
Deuteronomy 16:10). The Feast of Weeks began on the third day after the Passover v
presentation of the first harvest sheaves to God, and it concluded on Pentecost with the
of two loaves of unleavened bread, representing the first products of the harvest.

Since the Jewish Feast of Pentecost was a great pilgrimage feast, many peopl
throughout the Roman Empire were gathered in Jerusalem on this day. When the pe
Jerusalem heard the sound, they came together and heard their own languages being s)
the Apostles (Acts 2:5-6). The people were amazed, knowing that some of those speakir
Galileans, and not men who would normally speak many different languages. They wor
what this meant, and some even thought the Apostles were drunk (Acts 2:7-13).

Peter, hearing these remarks, stood up and addressed the crowd. He preachei
people regarding the Old Testament prophecies about the coming of the Holy Spirit. He
about Jesus Christ and His death and glorious Resurrection. Great conviction fell up
people, and they asked the Apostles, "What shall we do?" Peter said to them, "Repent,
every one of you be baptized in the name of Jesus Christ for the remission of sins; and yc
receive the gift of the Holy Spirit" (Acts 2:38-39).

The Bible records that on that day about three thousand were baptized. Followir
book of Acts states that the newly baptized continued daily to hear the teaching of the Ag
as the early Christians met together for fellowship, the breaking of bread, and for prayer.
